Hope Project

Visit the Hope Project in the historical 12th century Hazrat Nizamudddin Basti that grew around
the shrine of the Sufi saint Hazrat Nizamudddin Auliya. This predominantly Muslim "urban village®
(Basti) is known for its congested, narrow lanes, tombstones, pilgrims, cuisine, spiritual music,
bustling markets and mosques. It houses about 1950 families with approximately 20, 000
residents.

The Hope Project was founded in 1980 with the idea of providing people, especially the poor and
vulnerable in the Basti, with opportunities and resources, so that they can realize their hidden
potential and determine their own future. The Hope Project comprises a community health
centre, a créche, a non-formal school, vocational training courses, a thrift and credit program, and
a women’s micro-enterprise unit,

And what better way of seeing the Basti then through the eyes of the residents. You will be taken
around the Basti by one of the local youth. If you are lucky they may even invite you to their
homes. Local youth of the Basti under the Hope Project, began this walk which they call Shan-e
Mizam.

The tour of the Basti draws attention to the normal and routine moments of the Basti: vendors
selling their wares, the calligraphy and attar shops, the tombstones of unknown ancestors,
children enjoying themselves on a broken cart.

On Thursdays, after a visit to the Basti, you may want to go to the shrine of Hazrat Nizamudddin
Auliya and listen to Qawwali, which is a vibrant musical tradition that stretches back more than
700 years., Often listeners, and even artists themselves, are transported to a trance-like state
where they feel at one with the Supreme. Qawwali recitals are a great insight into Sufism, the
mystical version of Islam and its teachings of Ishq (love), Agl (intelligence) and lim (knowledge).

As per our friends in Jalpur, a professor couple, Mr. and Mrs. Geswami, “Sometimes you don't
choose your destiny, your destiny chooses you", Together they run Ladli, a not for profit organisa
tion that helps street children in Jaipur. Half a million children live and work on the streets of
Jaipur. Ladli runs several projects that touch the lives of 3,000 street children in Jaipur every
single day.

The Shower Bus is once such project,

The beginning of Ladli is in itself a very interesting story. Mr. and Mrs. Goswami were hired by a
world body, dealing in humanitarian action, to study and recommend measures that would help
the street children of Jaipur. They submitted their report after a year of hard field work. But when
the couple realised that their hard work was not being put into action by this particular body, they
gave up their comfortable jobs as professors in a local Jaipur college and decided to do it them
selves and thus, began Ladli. Ladli, which means ‘Darling,’ is generally used in Hindi speaking
Narth India while referring to a girl child affectionately.

While in Jaipur | chose to ride along a Shower Bus of Ladli that | sponsored. It cost me less than
what | would spend for a meal with my wife in a Delhi restaurant. The Shower Bus is actually a
large tanker that regularly visits the slum areas of Jaipur giving children an opportunity to shower,
brush their teeth and gather clean and safe drinking water. How was it? I'll let you form your own
opinion once you see the photographs, which can be accessed via the link below.

Rath Yatra, the Festival of Chariots of Lord Jagannatha is celebrated every year at Puri, the temple
town in Orissa, on the east coast of India. The presiding deities of the main temple, 5ri Mandira,
Lord Jagannatha, Lord Balabhadra and Goddess Subhadra, with the celestial wheel Sudarshana
are taken out from the temple precincts in an elaborate ritual procession to their respective chari
ots. The huge, colourfully decorated chariots are drawn by hundreds and thousands of devotees
on the bada danda, the grand avenue to the Gundicha temple, some two miles away to the North,
After a stay of seven days, the deities return to their abode in Srimandira.

Most of the Festival dates are decided by Solar f Lunar calendars practiced in India, due to
which the dates are subject to change.
